Transportation- The nearest gas station to the service project sites is 51 miles away in Twentynine Palms. Please top off your
gas in your vehicle in Twentynine Palms before heading out to our meeting area shown on the map on the front of this flyer.

Camping, Food, And Facilities- Due to the distance from populated areas, it is recommended that scouts camp out on Friday
night and (if needed) Saturday night. There will be primitive camping available at the service project gathering location shown
on the front page of this flyer.

Camping on either Friday night or Saturday night will be on your own or with your unit. If you plan on camping on Saturday
night, then you will need to provide your own food and water. Permanent bathroom facilities are available.

Everyone will need to provide their own dinner on Friday evening and Saturday morning breakfast. Cahuilla Lodge will provide
Saturday lunch only. Saturday night dinner and Sunday morning breakfast will also be on your own.

What To Bring- Scouts will need to bring work clothes, work gloves, rakes, straw brooms, water, snacks, sunscreen, sun hat,
10 essentials, tent and sleeping bag if you are camping, a copy of the Scouts BSA medical form with parts A & B completed. A
BLM Volunteer Service Agreement form will be emailed out to everyone registered for the service project on November 10.
Please have the BLM Volunteer Service Agreement form completed and ready to turn in at check-in on Saturday morning.

Registration And Cost- There is no cost to participate in this service project. Everyone can register to attend by visiting the
Cahuilla Lodge website at www.snakepower.org. When you register, please indicate if you will be camping on Friday and
Saturday nights.

Everyone participating in the service project are required to provide a copy of their Scouts BSA medical form with parts A & B
completed and the BLM Volunteer Services Agreement completed. Without these two forms you may not participate in the
service project.
