Directions to Camp Emerson
Utilize the following directions to reach the town of Idyllwild. Once reaching town use the directions at the bottom of the
page to locate Camp Emerson.

From High Desert:
Take the I-15 South to the I-215 South. Continue through Riverside and Moreno Valley. Exit Ramona Expressway-Cajalco
Expressway and proceed east. Follow Ramona Expressway to State Highway 74 in San Jacinto. Turn left onto 74 and
proceed to State Highway 243. At junction, use left turn to 243.

From Low Desert:
At 111 in Palm Desert, proceed to the 74 West Junction. Follow 74 to Mountain Center. Turn right onto State Highway 243.

From Murrieta-Temecula:
Take Winchester Rd. north to Highway 74. Turn right and proceed on 74 east and proceed to State Highway 243. At
junction, use left turn to 243.

From Pass Area:
Take 243 South to Idllywild.

Once in Town:
Once in the Idyllwild area, take the Isomata or Camp Emerson turn-off on Tollgate Road (There is a sign to Camp Emerson,
BSA, which is seen easier heading North). Continue for approximately one mile, and follow the signs to camp.
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
